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TO: Non-Resident Dealers, Manufacturers, Wholesalers, and Non-Beverage Permit Holders

SUBJECT: Non-Beverage Alcohol Order Forms

State Regulation No. 03.02.04.01 was recently
amended, deleting the necessity for non-beverage permit
holders to use the State supplied non-beverage alcohol
order form.

Accordingly, non-beverage permit holders are
authorized to order non-beverage alcohol  from non-
resident dealer permit holders or Maryland licensed
wholesalers and manufacturers without the use of the
State supplied order form.

Non-resident dealers and Maryland licensed wholesalers
and manufacturers are still required to be certain orders are
delivered only to persons or entities holding a non-beverage

Class “C” or Class “E” permit, issued by the State Comptroller.
Non-beverage permit holders must also keep records of all
alcohol transactions on their premises for a period of
two years and these records must be available for
inspection or audit during regular business hours.
